Arsène Wenger 
becomes the first manager from outside the British Isles to win a 
league title in England. Things don’t go so well for Manchester City, 
as they drop into the third tier for the first time in their history

WINTER OLYMPICS
Japanese city Nagano hosted 

the 1998 games, where 
curling, snowboarding 

and women’s ice hockey 
were all introduced

72 nations took part, with 
Germany leading the medal 

table, winning 12 gold medals
Great Britain won just 

the one – bronze in the 
four-man bobsleigh



WIMBLEDON
Pete Sampras dispatches Goran 

Ivanišević in the men’s final, 
equalling Björn Borg’s record 

of five Wimbledon titles
In the women’s final Jana Novotná 

beats Nathalie Tauziat in two straight 
sets to become the oldest first-

time Grand Slam singles winner at 
age 29 years and nine months
